Rule changes for 2011-12:

Constitution 9.  Committee – Delete ‘League Secretary’ and replace with:



General Secretary – to administer the general affairs of TAFCA.



Fixture Secretary - to compile and distribute fixtures;




To record results and process results in CS grading Database




To provide fixture/results/table data to webmaster

Rule 8 Postponements - Postponed league fixtures must be played within one calendar month of the original date. In exceptional circumstances the League Secretary shall have the power to extend the new date by a further calendar month even if this falls beyond the existing end-of-season date.
Rule 12.1 Board order – change ‘current’ to ‘as set down in the grading list published by Chess Scotland at the start of the current season’

Add after ‘… below graded players.” – “unless an estimated grading has been assigned in accordance with Rule 11.6.”

Knockout rule 7 – Add after “…player's allowance.” – “Ungraded players must be given a realistic estimated grading which must not be less than 1100.”
